The Club Foot Orchestra Performs to 
Fritz Lang’s Silent Masterpiece on May 20 

SARATOGA, Calif.–As part of its unique New Directions series, Montalvo Arts Center will offer a special screening of Fritz Lang’s 1926 silent film classic, Metropolis, on Friday, May 20, at 8pm in the outdoor Lilian Fontaine Garden Theater. The event is presented by The Club Foot Orchestra, a music ensemble founded by Richard Marriot, who is an alumni of Lucas Artists Residency Program at Montalvo. The orchestra will open with a classic short (“Felix the Cat Woos Whoopee”) and then perform their original compositions to Metropolis. The film takes place in a futuristic city sharply divided between the working class and the city planners. The son of the city's mastermind falls in love with a working class prophet who predicts the coming of a savior to mediate their differences. The film has developed a cult following and is considered to be one of the great masterpieces of silent film.
After a brief career playing dramatic, complex music in San Francisco clubs, The Club Foot Orchestra became known for their equally dramatic and complex scores for classic silent movies. The ensemble got its name from a performance art nightclub called the “Club Foot,” which flourished in the Bayview district of San Francisco. Richard Marriott, who lived upstairs, formed the house band in 1983.

Marriott has been an active composer, musician and instrument builder for more than 30 years. Always engaged by the interaction of music, history, culture, technology and ideas, he has found himself increasingly drawn to opera—in its most inclusive sense—as a means of expression. He has also composed extensively for film, television, dance, theater, and video games.

Today, it is a state-of-the-art 1,200-seat amphitheater and one of the South Bay's most beloved outdoor concert spaces. Gates open one hour prior to showtime.
